category for a limit of 2 works per entrant. In the
case of family memberships, each adult in the
household is considered a separate entrant.

¢ Works cannot have been previously exhibited at the
Fitton Center.

e All 2D & 3D fine art and fine craft media are
accepftable.

* Enfries must be original, one-of-a-kind artworks.
Do not submit works made from patterns or kits or
mass-produced items.

e Works must be completely dry, clean and ready to
install with hanging or display devices attached and
appropriate to the piece. We reserve the right to

reject works that are not properly prepared or that
we deem too fragile to display safely.

* Artworks and/or shipping crates must be able to fit
info our freight elevator (3" w x 6’'h x 7'd) and must
not exceed 100 pounds.

* Please share stories, histories and relationships
behind your art and heirlooms. You may submit
a written statement of up to 75 words with each
piece. Stories will be displayed with pieces.

SHIPPED ENTRIES

All shipped art must arrive at the Fitton Cenfer by
March 22.

e Pack art in sturdy re-usable shipping containers.
Enclose an invoice sheet listing the entrant’s name,
shipping address, item description and its return
shipping insurance value.

Funds
or prepaid labels for return shipping must be
forwarded to the Fitton Center by June 10.
